Introduction:

Background:

Are you aware of the referendum held in Vienna a couple of months ago? (If respondent knows everything about it, skip the next paragraph)

(Right), one of the questions was about public transport at night on weekends. Currently Night-Buses go from 0.30-5.00 a.m.. If the U-Bahn was to go all night on Fridays and Saturdays this would cost 5 Million Euros per year and would result in a change of the routes of the Night buses. 

In total 54 % voted in favor of night services of the U-Bahn on weekends, though there were some differences between districts. It thus seems to be controversial and we are interested in finding out how much Viennese value weekend night U-Bahn service.

If Cheap Talk:

We will ask you if you would vote „yes“ or „no“ in a referendum whether a per capita tax of a certain amount should be introduced. 

Before we ask you the referendum question we want you to consider the following:

In hypothetical referanda like this one, people tend to more often chose to agree to pay for some improvement than in real referenda. We think this is because  people generally tend to support improvements but, once they have to decide in a real referendum, they start considering other options that they might spend their money on.

Thus we would like you to take this into consideration and ask yourself how you would act if this was a real referendum, and vote exactly as you would vote if you had to face the consequences of the outcome (paying the tax) in reality.

Please keep this in mind when you answer the following question.
